与将来事实相反 should / were to +v.  Would / should / could / might +v.

 过去分词作状语主要用来修饰主句的谓语动词，表示时间，条件，原因，伴随情况等。这种结构的逻辑主语如果是主句的主语, 那么它与主语之间是被动关系。

  Given enough time, he can finish the job on time. 

(3)  原因状语

6.  非限定动词的比较：  

     非限定动词包括不定式，动名词，现在分词和过去分词。动名词与现在分词形式上一样，但动名词更接近名词，可在句中起名词的作用。如做主语，宾语，表语，定语，而现在分词更接近于动词，更强调动作性，它在句中不做主语，宾语，但可做表语，定语，（此处，我们不比较它们做表语，定语的区别），它还可做宾语补足语和状语。非限定动词都有自己的时态和语态，又都带有自己的逻辑主语。

 4)  marginal subordinator: 

    even if, if only, every time that , the instant that, the moment that, for the reason that, in the sense that, for fear that, in spite of the fact that , on account of the fact that, on the ground that, regardless of the fact that 

    以上这些从属连词决定着主句与从句之间的关系。  

   Because he is ill, he is absent today. (由because 引起的原因状语从句) 

    I shall go there unless it rains. ( 由unless 引起的条件状语从句) 

    It was snowing when he arrived at the construction site. ( 由when 引导的时间状语从句) 

 3  复合句(complex sentence) 

    主从复合句（complex sentence）包括两个或两个以上的主谓结构，其中一个主谓结构是句子的主体，称为主句。其他的主谓结构不能独立，称为从句。主句和从句之间由关系词或从属连词连接起来。根据从句在句子中所起的作用分为以下几类： 

   名词性从句 

    名词性从句的作用相当于一个名词或名词短语。做句中的主语，表语或宾语的从句，分别称之为主语从句，表语从句，和宾语从句。

3) 原因状语从句

   表示主句中某一动作或状态所发生的原因。由as , because, since, now that , considering, that, seeing that, not that….but that…等词引起。 

    1.  We hurried because/for it was getting dark. 

   2.  Now that you are here, you had better stay.  
 Note1:because , for, since, as之间的区别 

     1.  The doctors looks tired and sleepy because he sat up all night with the patient. 

    2.  Because he sat up all night with the patient, the doctor looks tired and sleepy. 

    3.  The doctor looks tired and sleepy, for he sat up all night with the patient. 

    because 分句的位置比较灵活，既可位于主句之前，也可位于其后。

     1.  We will sit nearer to the front so (that ) we can see better.

   Note:

 The days when we had to reply on “foreign oil “ are gone. 

  I know of a place where we can swim. 

  We all know the reason why there are heat losses in a steam. 

  This is the way how he overcame the difficulty. 

 3)  关系代词（whom, which） 在定语从句中作介词宾语，关系代词位于介词之后。 

  The force with which like molecules attract each other is called cohesion. 

   (同样的分子彼此相吸引的力称为内聚力。) 

 4)  关系代词whom和which做介词宾语时，有一种特殊的结构“名词（数词或代词）+of +whom(which)”

 2.  restrictive and non-restrictive clause(限定性定语从句和非限定性定语从句) 

  She was a woman who must be treated decently.

  His speech, which bored everyone, went on and on. 

  以上四句均为定语从句（relative clause）但例1，2，中由who 引导的关系从句与它前面作为先行项的名词之间关系密切，缺少它们，则名词（词组）所指不明确。而例3，4 中的关系从句与其先行词（名词）之间关系松散，它们只对先行项名词起补充说明作用。因此例1，2是限定性关系分句，例3，4 为非限定性关系从句。

 I never heard such stories as he tells. 

  They felt such heat in the judge as they had never felt before.

  全部否定要用neither , none, nothing, not…any等来表达。上面两句部分否定句可改为全部否定句： 

 None of his children are at school. 

   I know nothing /don’t know anything about her. 

 3. 一些常见的隐含否定句 

 1)  含有否定意义介词的句子： 

  It’s beyond my power to make the final decision on the matter.
